Mrs. Messina advised this officer that her son, Joseph went over to 225 N. Barnard St. and met with a subject
by the name of Brian Ruddy. Brian Ruddy was attempting to sell items out of building and requesting from
people who entered the building to bring any items they want to sell or trade. While her son was there, Joseph
swept the floor of the building for approximately 20 minutes and than received $60.00 dollars from Brian
Ruddy for his labor. Mrs. Messina felt this was strange and came to the decision that her son should give back
the money and retrieve some video games that he had given Ruddy to sell in his so called, "flee market".

When Mrs. Messina confronted Brian Ruddy about the $60.00 dollars he took it back and than told Joseph that
his mother sucks. At this point, Brian Ruddy started to yell at Mrs. Messina telling her to got out of his store
or he was going to call the police. He threaten to go to Messina's place of work and kick the air conditioning
off of the roof. This scared Mrs. Messina because she never met Brian Ruddy before the incident and
wondered of he knew where she worked.

INTERVIEW SUSPECT:

After speaking to the Messina family about the incident this officer directed Officer Pat Hannan to go down to
225 N. Barnard St. to retrieve the video games that Joseph Messina had given to Brian Ruddy. The idea was
that once the property was returned to Joseph Messina the incident would be over. Officer Hannan returned to
the residence with half of the items stating that Brian Ruddy was accusing Joseph of stealing a CO2 pistoi
from his place of business. Officer Hannan further stated that Brian Ruddy was very verbal towards him using
profanities and even pounding his finger in Officer Hannan chest area. (avtt* bogadftretes

Mrs. Messina became angry and concerned when she found out that Brian Ruddy was allowing her 12 year old
son to shoot a CO2 pistol.

This officer met with Brian Ruddy at the 225 N. Barnard St. address to hopefully retrieved the rest of Joseph's
property and discuss the incident of allowing a 12 year old to discharge a firearm in the City limits of Howell.
When this officer spoke to Brian Ruddy he instantly became hostile towards this officer. Without even
speaking of the incident, he accused this officer of trespassing and demanded that I leave his store. His
language was vulgar and he screamed when he spoke. It was clear to this officer that Brian Ruddy was highly
intoxigated by the way he slurred his speech and stumbled around the building. As he stormed around the
building he drank a beer and picked up various items and threw them across the room.
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
